QST, QST, this is call sign on the W6VLD repeater, calling the “BEARS” emergency communication net daily check-in.  The “BEARS” is the Boeing Employee Amateur Radio Society. The purpose of this daily check-in procedure is to formally establish station and operator availability for the day. This net welcomes all participants, but keep in mind that your check-in represents a commitment for your radio participation in the event of an emergency. 

Optional:  The W6VLD repeater input frequency is 146.505 megahertz; its output frequency is 147.465 megahertz, and the access tone is 103.5 hertz.

When your call is heard, please respond with your call sign and location, and if you have traffic, add “with traffic” to your response. Traffic will be heard following roll call.

Now beginning roll call.  Call each member on roster beginning with Boeing HB members, then members in other locations, followed by outside support and guests. 

This concludes roll call.

(Taking each station with traffic in order) --

(Station with traffic), this is Net Control, please present your traffic now.  

(After traffic is passed) Thank you, (Station with traffic).

(Repeat as necessary until all traffic is passed)

Are there any late or missed members or outside support?  Please respond with your call sign and location for the day.  (Acknowledge each --- OR ----)  Nothing heard.

Are there any other stations with traffic for the net, who have not been acknowledged (Acknowledge each --- OR ---) Nothing heard.

This concludes the BEARS-HB Emergency Communications Team Net for this morning.  All stations are excused from the net, and we thank all other operators for helping to maintain a clear frequency during the net.

(OPTIONAL) This station (your call sign), will remain on frequency for approximately (estimate time) minutes for late check-ins.  

This is now a FREE NET.  All stations are authorized to transmit.
